Bella Vista – Landscape Vignettes

This class is a perfect introduction to creating scenic landscape quilts. The quilts are small, simple and fused resulting in a fast and easy project. Once the fabric is chosen, these mini quilts go together quickly and can then be finished with borders to make a small wall hanging measuring approximately 10”x 12” (smaller pattern) or 14” x 20 (larger pattern). The focus of the class will be on using fabrics creatively to get marvelous effects in pictorial quilts, but basic principles of designing landscape quilts will also be covered. 
There will be optional kits available for four of the patterns. Kits will be available at the time of the class and cannot be provided ahead of time. Students who opt for a kit will still need to bring the supplies underlined and marked with an asterisk.

Tools/materials: 
· Fabrics: Selection and amounts will vary according to the picture chosen, see the accompanying pattern legend for pattern options and the fabrics required for each one.  Fat quarters of each fabric should be more than enough though even scraps will be sufficient for most.  The selection of patterns include some that utilize water, sky, rocks, meadows trees and reeds so search for fabrics that can represent these. It’s a good idea to have several choices for each element. For suggestions on the types of fabrics you might use, go to http://heleneknott.com/pdf/01.pdf  for my free downloadable fabric selection guide.  You should pre-wash all your fabrics as most fusible products adhere better to fabrics that have been pre-washed. NOTE: you may want to bring a variety of fabrics for picking borders. Though not officially part of my kits, I will have a box of pre-cut strips suitable for borders though there are no guarantees you will find one you like.
· Muslin: Each quilt will be fused to a muslin base. You will need a 9” x 12” pre-cut muslin rectangle for the smaller sized pattern, or a 12” x 16” rectangle for the larger pattern. 
· Rotary cutter, mat and cutting ruler*: a ruler and mat for squaring and trimming finished panel and cutting borders.
· ‘Heat n’ Bond’, ‘Soft Fuse’ or ‘Wonder Under’ fusible web*: A product that has one layer of paper is recommended however any fusible product that is utilizes a paper base may be used. Avoid products that are simply the adhesive web without a paper base as they will be harder to mark, cut and position accurately. Remember to bring the instructions, fusing procedures vary between products. NOTE: a product labeled ‘Lite’ will give you softer results than the regular adhesives. A quarter yard from a roll or a few sheets will be adequate.
· Light box*: to reverse and trace your pattern for fusing.
· Scissors*: Remember you will be cutting through paper and fusible webbing adhered to fabric so bring a pair of scissors you don’t mind using for these products. Make sure they are sharp and fine-jawed enough to cut out fine detail. A pair of craft style or Fiskars™ Easy Action Micro-tip scissors would be perfect.
· Pencil*: with a good eraser
· Sewing Pins*
· Pattern: Students will receive one pattern of choice from the Bella Vista series for free with the class, additional patterns may be purchased for $10 each. 
· Optional kit: There will be kits available for the smaller sized version of four patterns – Rocky Coast, Mt. Hood, Serene Marsh and Alpine Lake, for a fee of $25 per kit. The kits include: muslin base and fabrics for the landscape center panel. Kits are for the scenic center only and do not include borders, thread or finishing supplies like backing or batting. The kits come in a variety of colors, seasons and times of day and each kit will be a unique combination of fabrics that vary from samples shown. Students will be allowed to select their kit from the variety available in class.
Optional Supplies:
· Sewing machine: As the quilts are fused, a sewing machine is only necessary for adding borders. It may be useful to have one at hand or, perhaps, have a few machines that might be shared for this brief process. Do not forget your foot pedal and power cord.
· Sewing thread: In a neutral color for stitching on borders.
· Additional power strip: This may help in the venue has limited access to power outlets.
· Extra lighting: A portable lamp like an Ott Light may be helpful. 
· Seat cushion: Not all venues have comfortable chairs, you will enjoy the process more fully if you are not uncomfortable in the class.
· Iron and board or pad: Check with the guild to see if the facility can support a few additional irons if you want to have your own personal ironing station. Irons create a huge power draw and not all circuits will handle additional irons.
· Batting, backing, safety pins, and additional thread (optional): It is doubtful you will reach the stage of quilting your quilt in class but I have seen students accomplish this. My philosophy is – it’s better to bring it and not need it than need it and not have it. To that end, you may want to bring some batting, backing fabric,  a few safety pins, along with a variety of threads to begin quilting your mini quilt should you finish it. A fat quarter of batting and backing will be adequate for either size of the quilts.
· CHOCOLATE!: I will have some to share but if you have a particular favorite, bring it. Chocolate paves the road to creativity.
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
